Dear friends at church,

While we are still following football in our house (Betsy is a midwestern enthusiast
for the sport, almost no matter who’s playing), we have recently moved a little more
attention to basketball. Either sport, any sport, is a good illustration of the nature of the
spiritual life. It is always played in a team spirit. It is rarely worked on alone.

And so one of the challenges of the spiritual life is a common issue called
“comparisonitis”.... Perhaps, like me, you have wrestled, at times, with this spiritual
challenge ... looking sideways to others for our value and envying their gifts. You may
have looked over at the people who seem especially fervent in their faith. “What do they
have that | don’t have?” Or you may have been struck by someone’s ability to pray in
public or their cheerful spirit. Everyone has moments like this.

The apostle Paul had an image that he wanted his churches to think about. He
used the strongest sports image that he could think of. He talked about a body in
motion. He said... if the body is made up of just one gift it could not be effective. And if it
has a bunion on its big toe it will not be able to make the high jump or throw the javelin.
Be considerate of others. Don't envy their gifts. And if they are hurting or in trouble,
come to their aid.

Paul, then, wants us to change our focus. If we are critical of others we need to
see again that we are the body that honors its head, that honors Jesus. It is his
presence that takes our vision from ourselves and places it on others.

He argues too for a renewed focus on others. We need to look at them with eyes
of service and not with eyes of uneasiness that lead to envy or to comparisonitis.

Friends, we are a team. We are unified by our common experience of the sacred
presence of Christ. We are unified by remembering that we are placed together, a
community of care, in scarce times and in plenty. We are drawn together by a very
special mission of love to our community and to the world outside our doors.

This is a moment to reflect that unified spirit in our work and to remember that we
belong to God.

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Annual Meeting Report

Submitted by Pat Baldwin, Council Chair

The Annual Meeting chaired by Moderator Pat Baldwin, was held on
Sunday, January 24, 2010, at 11:00am in the Vestry. Warrants passed
included a modification of the allocation of funds from lease payments
from the MetroPCS cellular antennae (77% of the proceeds to go towards
deficit reduction), along with adoption of a balanced 2010 General Fund
Expense (Operating) Budget as presented by Julie Marotte of the Finance
Committee.

Two informational items were also presented. One was on the visioning
process being used by the Religious Education Committee to evaluate the
present Christian Education program. The Committee’s long term hope is
to raise the level of the Director of Religious Education’s salary and skills,
and as a result, to grow the Religious Education program.

The second presentation was an overview of a Church Government
Restructuring evaluation that is currently underway by a subcommittee of
Council. A more detailed information meeting is planned for February 21,
2010 after worship. Input from all members of this developing proposal is
needed. A proposed implementation schedule was presented, with a
Special Meeting planned for March 2010 to approve bylaw suspension for
a trail period.

A note from our Treasurer, Bob Masters

2009 was a challenging year for managing our operating budget. Our
income from pledges, rentals, and fundraisers were less than we had
forecasted at the beginning of the year. Toward the end of the year, the
Finance Committee asked all Boards & Committees to carefully manage
their expenses, and they did just that. In addition to reducing our year-
end expenses, the last week of the year saw a tremendous response from
our pledges to significantly close the gap in pledged revenues. As a
result, we ended the year in a slightly better cash position (approximately
$2,800) for our budgeted expenses than we started the year. That is very
good. It will help us address our cash flow needs for 2010, another
challenging year. My thanks to all the Boards and Committees and to the
members of the Congregation for a job well done!

We were asked if we had anyone who
held a ServSafe certificate at TCC. The office staff was not aware of anyone and it was decided
to put this information in the church newsletter to determine if anyone attending TCC is certified
in this area. ServSafe is an on-line training course that provides important information to keep
food safe in an establishment. Once a person has taken the on-line course and passed a written
test, a certification in food safety will be provided. Please call the church office (978-851-9411)
if you have this certification. Currently the kitchen has been approved to serve meals for the
calendar year through 12/31/10. It is hopeful that should we have someone certified, it will be
much easier to obtain approval from the Tewksbury Board of Health for future meals held in our
facility.

Volunteers from Friendship Circle cleaned TCC'’s kitchen on Thursday, January 21st and earlier
for two events that were planned. Many of the plastic tablecloths were discarded if they were
ripped or otherwise found unusable. If a group is planning to use the church for an event,
please note that you may have to purchase tablecloths, as there are not many matching ones
available.

The Tragedy in Haiti

With sorrow in our hearts for the massive loss of life following the
earthquake in Haiti, we find hope in sharing news that our sponsored =
student, Peterson Tanis, is safe. New Missions, our Christian school
sponsorship partner for more than 20 years, reports the deaths of one
kindergarten teacher and four students out of their 9,000 enrolled. Sadly, they too
suffered monumental damage to their infrastructure, including their medical center,
many schools, and 22 churches. All buildings were damaged and many were
destroyed. To assist with their rebuilding efforts which are already underway, we
have designated $500 from the Missions General Fund to be shared with New
Missions. If you feel so moved, you may make a donation through their website or
by check with information provided at: www.newmissions.org.

A special collection for the UCC’s Haiti Relief Fund was taken during worship on
January 17th and 24th and resulted in a overwhelmingly generous offering of
$1696.25. If you did not attend worship on those days, but wish to make a
contribution, you are welcome to send your check, payable to TCC, to the church
office, with the memo marked “Haiti Relief.” All funds received by February 15th will
then be sent to the UCC'’s fund, which supports on-the-ground organizations such as
Church World Service and the local Haitian partners of the UCC’s own Global

Blanket Sunday has been a tradition in our church for more years than most can
remember. Although its name has changed from Blanket Sunday to Tools and
Blankets Sunday, and now to Blanket+ Sunday, the mission remains the same... to
help people in their greatest hour of need.
